A RESOLUTION BY THE CiTY OF BURNET,   TEXAS,   (" CITY")

RESPONDING TO THE APPLICATION OF ATMOS ENERGY

CORPORATION — MIDTEX DIVISION, TO INCREASE RATES UNDER

THE GAS RELIABILITY INFRASTRUCTURE PROGRAM; SUSPENDING
THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS RATE APPLICATION FOR FORTY-
FIVE DAYS; AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO CONTINUE TO PARTICIPATE
IN A COALITION OF CITIES KNOWN AS THE  " ATMOS TEXAS

MUNICIPALITIES;"  DETERMINING THAT THE MEETING AT WHICH

THE RESOLUTION WAS ADOPTED COMPLIED WITH THE TEXAS
OPEN MEETINGS ACT;   MAKING SUCH OTHER FINDINGS AND

PROVISIONS RELATED TO THE SUBJECT;  AND DECLARING AN

EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on or about June 13, 2019 Atmos Energy Corporation — MidTex Division

Atmos Energy") filed for an increase in gas utility rates under the Gas Reliability
Infrastructure Program (` GRIP"), which if approved, results in an increase in the monthly
customer charges as follows:

WHEREAS, Atmos Energy' s application, if approved by the Railroad Commission, will
result in a systemwide increase in Atmos Energy' s revenue of about $ 67. 1 million, of

which ATM' s portion is about $ 6. 6 million; and

WHEREAS, the City has a special responsibility to exercise due diligence with regard to
rate increases of monopoly utilities who operate within its boundaries; and

WHEREAS, the application to increase rates by Atmos Energy is complex; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to suspend the effective date for the increase in rates for forty-
five days,  so that the City can assure itself that the data and calculations in Atmos
Energy' s rate application are correctly done and are in conformity with section 104. 301 of
the Gas Utility Regulatory Act; and

WHEREAS, the effective date proposed by Atmos Energy is August 12,  2019 but a
suspension by the City will mean that the rate increase cannot go into effect prior to
September 26, 2019.
